Graduate Profile: SBA President
Christina O'Brien ’23

Christina O’Brien recalls sitting in her grandfather’s apartment as a young child watching
the President on the news. “One day, you will be President,” her grandfather told her. “What
do I need to do to become president?” she asked. Her grandfather answered her with words
that she’s carried. “You will need to become a lawyer first.”

Now decades later, the 2023 Cleveland State University College of Law graduate has
indeed become a lawyer, and spent her final year of law school as president of the
CSU|LAW Student Bar Association, advocating that students need to be brought to the table
when decisions are being made that affect them.

Christina was raised in a home with a father who was emotionally abusive to her mother
and siblings and physically abusive to her mother. On a number of occasions, her mother
and siblings had to flee their home to the safety of domestic violence shelters.  One of those
occasions in particular stands out for Christina.

“I met another child that was staying at the shelter and we began talking about what had
happened that day that led to both of us being there,” Christina recalled. “He shared his
story that his mother’s boyfriend had been beating her and he came into the room and
struck the boyfriend with a chair.  He was then locked out of the room while the mother’s
boyfriend continued to abuse her.  That little boy was the same age as me at the time – 10. 
I remember thinking how brave he was and that he was so courageous in coming to his
mother aid. I promised myself that day that when I was big enough, I would not be silent
and would stand up for those that could not speak.”

Remembering Dean and Professor
Lizabeth Moody

It is with great sadness we learned Professor Lizabeth (Liz) Moody passed away in
Florida on May 19, 2023. We send our sincerest condolences to her family and many
friends.

Professor Moody was an icon in legal education. The National Jurist once rated her as one
of the 25 most important people in legal education. Her biography has been placed in the
Library of Congress as one of the Women Trailblazers in the Law.

Professor Moody was inducted in our CSU|LAW Hall of Fame in 2017. In 1967, she joined
our adjunct faculty and in 1970, she joined our full-time faculty, and served as a member of
our faculty for 20 years. She was the second woman member of our tenure track faculty,
after Professor (and later Judge) Ann Aldrich. In 1987-88, she served as Interim Dean of
CSU|LAW, the first woman to hold that position.

Professor Moody generously funded the The Lizabeth A. Moody Endowed Scholarship
Fund for students with a demonstrated financial need or who may present unique barriers
to graduation.
