Reserve University School of Law, where she worked with the school’s Second

Chance Reentry Clinic and Media Law and Free Expression Practicum.  She

has also served as a staff attorney at the Legal Aid Society of Cleveland and

has worked in the City of Cleveland’s Law Department and Department of

Public Works. 

“I see law as a helping profession, and I knew that I wanted to use my talents

and education for the benefit of others,” explained Whatley.  “I can be a partner

with my clients on the road to making major life changes so they can secure

one of life’s basic necessities that ripples through the rest of their life and the

lives of their family and community. It’s about stabilizing the foundation of a

community, one person or family at a time, so that we can build healthier

families, stronger communities, and eventually a more just world.”

The new CSU C|M|LAW Clinic will represent clients seeking pardon or

clemency from the Ohio Governor, or expungement of a prior conviction from a

court.  The Clinic was developed through a partnership with the Ohio
Governor’s Expedited Pardon Project (OGEPP).  Governor Mike DeWine

launched the OGEPP in 2019 to fast-track the pardon applications of specific

candidates who have become law-abiding and contributing members of society.

Since the project’s launch, 16 applicants have been pardoned with 86 others in

various stages of the application process.  CSU C|M|LAW will receive

renewable funding through the partnership to sustain the Clinic’s operations.
